Preface

The state of Ouisha oceupies a unique position in the Tribal map of India for having the
Bargest vanery of Scheduled Trbe Commumnites, This stace is the homeland of 62 differcn
inbal commumities including 13 Pargculardy Vulnerable Tobal Groops (PYTGs) numbenng
9500 756 a5 per 200 1 Census. The Scheduled Trobe popualation of (disha scocounts for 22,85
percent af the ot populiton of the sae and 207 percent of the total Scheduled Tribe
population of the country.

The wribes of Odisha live across the lenpth, and breadth of the Swe. They are largely
concentrated in the hill regions of nomhern and southern pars of the stte which have been
dectared a5 the Scheduled Areas and Tobal Sub Plan (T3 Area covenng abour 45,00
percent of the tatl geographical area of the Seate. Although they are found in all the distoces
of the State, more than half of their wotal population is found in tiece districs namely
Koraput {undivided), Sundargarh and Mayarbhanj.

The tribes of Owdisha are ar various stges of socko-economic development. Atone extreme
are the group which bead a relatively secluded and archaic mode of Bife keeping their core
culeure intact while ar the other extreme there are communities which are indistinguishahle
froam the general agriculiunl commundtes.

The tribal people of Odisha express their cultueal identiey and distinetivencss in their social
erganization, lnguage, demograply, dmals and festivals and also in their deess, opnamenes,
art, crafts and other folk radidons. Each ribal community has distinenve characreristic
feamires. reflected in their socal, economic, polincal and religious sub-systems, Each
possesses 105 oovn wiicquee culture which differenmaces one from theather,

The trilses of izl exhibit wade :l'iw.'rsil;!.' Among themaelves im therr social, culmoral and
ecopomic patterns. Every iribal society representing pre-literte, eneyvited and simple socicwy
eharacterized by endogamy, patriling, parilocality and distiner |dct1||n.' i s wniguee soeial
system, Almost all, except the small rribal groups have sub- divisions based as territorial
chstabumnon, occupanion erc, All of them possess family, bneage and clan/sih orgamzations
often associated with tofems, except the Saom, that rerudate all imporeant acovites of the
carmmuety, like mardage, cwnership of property and mbenance, successions oic.

Exver sinee the countey got Independence, Government of Ohdisha, with the supporr of the
Union Government has been eving to improve the overall quality of 1ife of the rribal people
and 1o bring chem o the natoaal mainstream in 2 footing of equaling The pace of trAbal
development tonk a leap foraard with the introducton of Tabal Sub Plan approsch dunng
the fifth Five Year Plan, Althoogh there has been comsademble improvement in the guality of
life of the trabal people due to the implementation of vacous developmental interventions
ever s decades, the pace of devedopment has fallen shostof expecations,

Meww, there emerges the need o koow the present demographic starus and development
stamus of different 3cheduled Tribe communites of the ste for formukating cifecuve plans
and programmes fordevelopment interventan, To meet the need, the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes Research and Truming [nsstute (SCSTRTT) of Bhubanesoar, Odizha - the
premicer tribal research institute of the smte has been branging out books, booklets and
brochures on demographic and development stams covering various aspeets of the
Scheduled Tribes of Odisha and varous units and projecs of their development from tme
o fime based upon data from successive Censuses, 115 own SOCIG-COONOMIC sUrveys and
other relevant afficial sources, which have been immensely helpful o the planners,
acdmimstrators, academicians and rescarchers working in the ficdd of tnbal research,
documentation, development planning and implementation. The Academy of Tribal
Language and Culmere (ATLC) has published several lieranures on the languages and
culmires of differenr oribes of Odisha, To add oo i, there has been s need o bring oura Trabal
Atlas of (xdisha prescnting up-to-date information on demography, culture, language and
other socio-coonomic development indicators of 62 Scheduled Tribes of the state,

Diuringy nincteen cghties, ATLC had published a Tribal Atlasof Odishain collabomson with
the Geography deparmment of Urtkal Usiversity of (disha based upon the eribal
demographic data of census, 1971 which have become ourdated by now. Therefore, it has
been febt necessary to bong our an Adas of Trbal Odisha based wpon the recent dara, To
accomplish the sk, ATLE launched the project for preparation and publication of the
Tribal Addas in 200112, The work was prolonged for non-availability of the data of Censas
20T dll 25 chough other relevane official dam were in hand. The exercise has been
completed passing through many hurdles, Finally ivis going to see the lightof the day,

The Addas of Tribal Oudisha, in irs present form s the first of is kind, is a graphic

presentaon. It displays the salient features of the imibal populaton of Ckdisha with the help
of a sercs of maps, charts and diagrams. The Atlas containg 60 Mates of maps along with
some corresponding praphs and diagrams which portrays the distnbutional aspects of the
Chdisha’s tribal popubation, coological scuing of the ribal habits, their sodo-culral
arrribures, such as linguistic,/dialectal affinity, sex compositon and marital stams, leracy
levels, partcipaton in economic acovity and the structere of their workforce, The Adas is
organised into three major zections such as 1) Tobal Scenano of Odisha, (1) Trbal Sub Plan
Area and {ul) PNTGs, Plates of maps in ecach Section are preceded by an explanatory text. It
i5 hoped dhae it will prove as a powerful tool of policy and social rescarch dealing with the

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Introduction

disha is the bomeland for 62 different Scheduled Tribe communities who are

spread across the length and breadth of the stawe. As per 2001 Census, the
Scheduled Tabe communitges numbering 95, M0, 7506 persons sceount for 22.85% of the
total population of the state and 9.17% of the roral wibal population of the country. It
means among every five persons one 18 2 Scheduled Trbe in the State, In terms of
numbers of bath Scheduled Tribe communitics and PYTGs, Odisha has the highest
number of ethnic groups amongst all the States of the Country. Also numerically, this
state has the largest tribal populaton in the country only sexe to Madbya Pradesh and
Maharashrra,

The tribes of Odisha are distrbured in all the thirey disericts in varying numbers. In
terms of the numerncal strength of 5T, population in the districts, Mayarbhan district
kas the birgest followed by Sundargarh and Keonjhar diserices whereas, Pun distrecr has
the smallest population. The concentradon of the eribal popalaton in the coaseal
districts in the castern regmon i low, They are largely concentrated in the interor hilly
areas of the distriets lneated at the south and north western region. Geographically, they
arc spread in four geo-physical zones such as the (1) Northern Plarcan (23.5%), (i)
Eastern Ghatz Region {20.2%0) (i) Centrad Table Land (24.1%) and Coastal Trace
(21.205).

Like orher tribes of India, the tribal people of Odisha express their culural idendoy
and distinctiveness in their 2ocial organization, linpuage, atuals and fesovals and alsoin
their dress, ormamenes, art sumd ::u!'ﬁ. They have their distinct ethni¢ identiey which is
overtdy marked in their lanpuages besides many other calwreal reaits and readicons. They
have retmined their own way of managng inteenal affairs of the village through their
rraditional insritutions. The amasing econglomeration of wradidons, belicfs and
philosophics thar together consomte and viralize the rimals and festvals of the mibes,
has descended from antiquity and has been preserved unimpaired to the present day.
Every facers of their life covering round-the-year activities is innmarely connected with
religpous beliefs and ritual practices, It is these aspects of their culture that give meaning
anc depth to their lives, and solidarniny to their social structure,

The rribes of (Oudisha, despite their poverty and continual battle for survival, have
retained the rich and vanied heritage of colourful dance and music forming integral part

af their festivals and rimals. Among them, the dance and music is developed and
maintined by themselves in 2 rradigon withour aid and interventon of any professional
dancer or teacher. It iz muinly through the songs and dances they seek m satisfy their
inner urge for revealing dheir soul. The performance of these only give expression o
their inner feelings, their jovs and sormows, their natural affections and passion and their
appereciation of heauty in narece and in man.

In the present tmes, due o theie contect with the non-tribals, wide socio-
cconomic changes are observed among the Odishan tribes, Tribal groups living
arcured industrial and urban areas have different problems from their brethren bving
in the relative isnlation in hills and forests. Some ribal regions are inaccessible, while
in athers moedern industnies and mining acuvioes creates problems against their
survival. Beligious conversion in some arcas has added another fBactor of
differentiation inwo their way of life.

Linguisucally, the wibes of Odisha are broadly classified into theee categories,
namely (1) Indo-Arvan speakers, (2) Dravidian speakers and (3) Austro-Asiatic speakers,
Twenty-six of the wibes are Munda (Austro-Asiatie) speakers, fourteen of them,
Drravidian speakers and rwenry-ton of them, Odia {Indo-Aryan) speakers. The tribal
lanpuagres are charactenstically mon-literany, However, in the past fow decades, seripts
have been developed in Ho, Kui, Santali and Sora lamguages. Ho (Warrang Chin) devised
by Kl Lako Bodra (Singbhum) is being promoted and propagated by Ho speakers of
Jharkhand and Odisha and 2 few rexes have been published in the seripr. Koi (Kui Lipi
Varmamala) devised by Dayanidhi Malik (G. Udaygiri) is in experimental stage. Sanzali
PO Chiks) devised by Pandit Raghunath Muemw {1905-1982) 15 being used by the Santali
speakers and a good sumber of texes are available in the seripr. Recently the Sanrali
lanpuage 15 recopnized in the Bth Schedule of Copsomdon of India, Saors (Soran
sompen) devised by Gueo Manga Gamango (1916-1981) is being used by a scetion of
Sanra speakers.

For historical reasons, the tribal people have suffered from cenuries of isolaton,
neglecr and deprivation which have made them backward socio-economically. Afier
independence, the welfare government adopting a parcrnalistic arimde have made
several constmntional provisions, enacred a number of protective legisligons and



planned and executed several schemes and programmes for their protection and
development with the aim o integrate them with the magonal mainseream while
preserving their culural icdeneine

Since the beginning of the Fifth Five Year Plan (1974-75), the Tribal Sub-Plan
(TSP} stravcgy has been adopred all over the country which conunues o shape the
core strategy for mbal development. This strategy is based on area development
approach with adequare emphasis on family oriented inocome generating activities
taking a comprehensive view of wibal problems with the prime objective o narrow
down the gap of socio-economic development berween tribals and others, within the
framework of nation's Five Year Plans, The TSP approach envisages integrated
development of the Tribal areas, wherein all programmes irrespecave of their
sources of funding operate in unison to achieve the common goal of brnging the
arca at par with the rest of the State and to improve the quality of life of the mibals,
This strategy has been reoriented to cover the employment-cum-income generation
activities and development of infrastructure incidenral thereto, [t continues, mare or
less, with refinement over the vears.

Tribal Sub-Plan is the main insteument for achicving the constitutional objecrives
of welfare and development of Scheduled Tribes which is carried our through well
planned out institutional mechanism. To implement the TSP seretepey,  tribal
dominated block areas having 50% or more tribal populaton located in noreh and
south Odigha have been identified 458 TSP Area which eovers nearly 45.00 percent of
total geopraphical area of the Sate,

The TSP area is almost coterminous with the Scheduled Area of the stare dhar has
been notified by the orders of the President of India, issued under paragraph 6 of the
Fifth Schedule of the Constitugon. As per the said order, in Odisha the entre seven
districts such as Kandhamal, Mayurbhanj, 3undargarh, Nabarangpur, Korapur,
Malkangiri, Ravagada and pars of six districs such as Balasore (Nilagin block),
keonjhar (Telkod, Keonjhar, Champua and Barbil Tahasils), Sambalpur (Kuchinda
Tahasil}, Gajapati (R.Udayagin Tahasil, Gumma & Ravagada Blocks,}, Ganjam (Soroda
Tahasil, excluding Gazalbadi and Gochha Gram Panchavas) and Kalahandi {Thuamul
Rampur and Lanjigarh blocks) are covered under ®5cheduled Areas™ which accounts for
about 43% of the womal geopraphical area of the state. As per 2011 Census, 28.00 % of
the state's population and 67.33% of the ribal popalation reside in this anea,

In the TSP areas, there are 22 LTI Az which cover 6303 lakh tribals constimting
ahout 6600045 of the woal tribal population of the seate. For the tribals liviog i lagrer
concentration outside the TSP/ Scheduled Areas, there are 45 MADA pockets and 14
Clusters. The remaining :Iigpcrg:d tribal population s govered under the DXTDP
Programme. In addition e this, 17 Micro Projects have been functioning for the all
rourd development of 13 Particulardy Vulnerable Trbal Groups (FVTGs) Out of the
total 17 Micro Projects, 13 are within the TS area and 4 are outside i

In this scenario, building a broad and up-to-dare data base on demography, culture,
language and other socio-economic development indicarars of 62 Scheduled Trabes of
the state has been a long standing need. To meet this need, the Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes Research and Training Instimce (SCSTRTI) of Bhubaneswar, Oudisha
has taken the lead by bringing our books, booklers and brochures on demographic,
socio-cultural and development status of the Scheduled Tabes of Odisha from gme w
ume based upon dara from Census, it's owmn socio-ceonomic surveys and other relevant
official sources, Similarly, the Academy of Trbal Languape and Culture (ATLE) has
conducted rescarch and published several lteramres on the languages and cultures of
Odishan mbes. These publications have been quite helpful o the planners,
administrators, academicians and researchers warking in the ficld of wbal research,
documentaton, development planning and implementation.

In thiz ongoing cxercise, another impartant companent is prepasation of an Atasof
Cilishan tribes depicting their demopraphic, socio-culmeral and development aspects,

Like educational status, the health status of paople is
another important indicator of development, One of
the pime objectives of any health system is fo provide
quality health care fo its citizens, This is pamarnly done
by strengihening the service delivery mechanism and
improving systerms and processes, In spite of this, the
quality of the state health core vares widely across
geographic oreos, populations and levels of health
cang,

The health care system in Odisha B lorgely publicly
provided. The State Government through numerous
programmeas in the health sector s providing
adequate, qualitative, preventive and curative
health care to the people of the State as well as to the
disadvantaged seclions like Scheduled Tribes,
Scheduled Castes and the backward classes. It girms
ot providing alfordable quality health care to the
people not only through the ABopathic system of
medicing but also through the Homeopathic and
Ayurvedic systems [AYUSH] to ensure greater access
te primary heallh care by bringing medical institutions
a5 clase to Ihe people a5 possible, Improvements in
quality of health personnel and health care
infrastructure, including the cpening of new primaory
health centers, community health cenlers and sub-
centers in fibol aregs, have been fundomental to
improving and sushaining healthindicotars,

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Tribal Festival

The fribal commundties living acrass the length and breadih of the state of
Odisha hos enriched the cultural hertoge of the state by their cultural
diversities. Their ich folk traditions of song. dance, music, rituals and festivals
celebrated round the yeor add colouriul dimensions to their very existence os
wedl as their culturgl mon-noture-spint complex, Every dimension of their life
covering round the year aclivities is infimately connected with religion and
fhe belels and proclices associated with it. It is these aspects of ther culture
that give meomng and depih to their ives, ond solidarnty fo their social
struchure. Their unguestionable belief in supernatural, which regulate hurman
axistence in the world, i the bosis of observalion of many festivals and rtuolk
which have descended from anfiquity and have been preserved unimpaired
to the prasent day. Their spiitual neads and their unquestionabie befief in the
supematural which regulate humaon exstence in the world & the bass of
observalion of many fesfivals andrituals,

The festivals ore celebrated in three levels - fomily, viloge and region. Most of
the celebrations ore fixed in fime ond ploce ond ore cbserved for definite
purpose, such as, good farming, sound health, safe living ond so on, Besides
Gods and Goddesses, the ancestors are worshiped with equal owe and
respect, Every festival has bwo sides - sacred ond seculor. Alang with
pedormance of the rtuals, they porticipate in eating, drinking, doncing,
singing and socializing. Thus religious and socio-cultural aspects are always
interbwined togetherin the fribal iife.

Far tribal people, seasonal rituals and festivals are the vital factor of their life,
Through these celebrations the fribal individual finds omple scope 1o identify
with the colleclive self of the fribe, The impossioned celebrofions center
round the maon since the fibals celebrotes the e from crodie to grove, Each
occasionin fibal life is associated with rituals that have something rermotely
related with the divine grace. They celebrate with the obligation fo of Efe-
supporing elements that they think is the blessing of God that comes o them
for sustaining fthair malenal exstence amidst incassant odversitias.

Tribxal festivals have intimale inteface with the wheel of teasonal go round
and fall in the interstices of fime heralding spring season followed by time just
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before the baginning of agricultural season. All fribes are alike in celebrating
various ethnic festivals though in different names and mannerss anlby.

The cccompanying Map is showing the location of 26 mojor festivals
celebrated by the bes of Odisha in different ports of the State. 12 of these
ke Pongal, Koma, Eajo, Baotha Jalrg, Maker, Dusserg, Muakhai, AkhiTirtia, Kali
Puja, Gamha, Holi and Diwali ore not exclusive tibal festivals but chserned by
both costes and tribes. The rest | 4 are the festivals chserqad only by the fribals
of different regions. Most of these are seasonal evenis observed al the villoge
and regionallevels. They mark the rhvthm of both individual life and existence
of communify.

Most of the iibal festivals Ballin the post harvesting fime; it lasts il the onset of
monsoon. When the agricultural season beging, fribal festival comes in
reduced numbers. Whatever comes has ink with agriculture -the provider of
food secunly fo them, In the festive days, tribal villaoges and hamlbeds turm tidy,
colourful and vivacious with folk dance accompanied by melodious music,
drinking, feasting, worshipping the deilies ond enferfaining friends ond
relofives.
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Tribal Dance

The rich cullural frodilions of the iibes of Odisha ore rmanifested by
magnificent art and crafts of different kinds. One of the manifestations of their
rich arfishic kill i the pedorming art or the unigue dance forms. Most of the
fribal communities hove relained the rich and vaded heritage of cotourful
dance developed over centuries and maintained by them as a iradition.

To them dances and songs are the soul of their life and sources of enjoyment
and relaxation, Doncing together with singing exhibits the beauty of their life,
To them dance and song are group aclivities forming infegral parts of the
celebration of fesfivol, wedding and funeral and cccasionally for enjoyment
ond reloxation. Donce ond song ore nomed after the specific ceremony wilh
which they are cssociated. They sing ond dance for pleasure. Donce and
festivals add colours 1o theirife and living.

The dances of tnbes of Oditha differ from fibe 1o tribe and, even within a
large tribe, from area to areqa. Although every tribe has ils unigue patterm of
donce, there are severol charactenstic features which are common to all, As
anle adance is performed by a group or groups of people all of whom move
in the same way, Solo donces are rore, though not infrequently; there is o
daonce leader who has o speciol port to ploy. All the able-bodied adults ore
expecited o toke port, Tibaol donces are usudlly occompanied by songs and
orchestra. Both men ond women, young ond old, dance but the
accompanying orchestro s wually provided by the male members.
Invanably the doncers sing in tune with the musc.

Tribal dance iz the most elementary medium for the expression of the
percephion of ife, It s charactenzed not only by its originality and sponbanaiby
but alse for its rhythmic movement of Embs, the free exprassion of amaolion
and colourul dancing costumes and oftire. The theme of the song &
considerably influenced by the natuwral phenomena of the environment and
the subject motter of folklore ond legends relafing to the supematural forces,
Since fribol donce and music hove their roots in thelr religious ond seasonal
festivals, these are nomed after such occasions. Among several frikal
communities, specific donce and music can only be pedormed during the
specific prescribed ocoasions.

In the occomponying map, distribution of 44 important kol donces in the
state have been shown. These are different kinds of fbal donces for
celebration of ocoasions related to agrculture, hunting and food gathering
operations; first aating of new crops and seasonal fruits, life cycle events like
courtship, mamiage and death; martial arts, magico-religious rituals, festivals
and ceremonies a5 well as entertoinment., For exomple, the donces
performed on the occosions of Kormo, Maoge, Mandia Bani, Kedu, Ind Parabs,
Cherchero et festivals are reloted to subsistence ocfivities; donces nomely,
Benta. Dontha, Chhow, Ghurmura, Singh etc are marial donces; Muckhoi is
related fo first eating of new seasonal crops. Mandaor dance of Modia Gonds
and Dalkhai of some fribes are rfual donces - the former related fo the
musical instrument of drums and the later, with the molher cult; Kolosi s o
magical dance; Gotar dance of Gadaba ribe and Guaor of Saora fibe are
related to secondary death rituals; Dhemsa is a famous festive dance of
Koraput fribes that derves ifs name from its main musical instrument called
Dhumsa or Tamak, the Changu daonce of the Juang, Bathudi, Sounti and
Bhuyon ftribes and Dhongdo-Dhongdi donce of Kondho hibe ore for
courlship ond momiage,

Exceptofew donces jeg. Dontha of 3ontal, Gotor of Godabao, Birdi of Dhornua,
kKedu of Kandha, Changu of Juang, Bathudi and Bhwyan fribes), most of the
donces are not fribe specific. As such these are performed by many Inbes
jeg.

Tweniy-six of ihe fribes are Mundo speakers; fourteen are Dravidian speakers
and twenty-two, Odia speakers,

The Mundo [Austro-Asiotic] speaking tibes are: Bhumijo/Desua Bhurmijo
(Bhumija). Birhor/Mankidi /Mankirdia (Birhor), Bondo Parojo (Remo). Didayi
1Gatal, Gadaba [Guiob), Ho/KolKalha! Kolah Lohora (Ha), Juang |Juang),
Khonio [Khana), kerd [Korg), Kowa [Koerwa), Lodha 7 Shabor Ledho [Mundari],
Mohali [Mohofi), Mundaf Munda Lohora /Mundaon [(Mundor), Porengo
{Gorum), Santal [Saniall] and Saora/Savor/Saura/Sahara [Soral.

The Dravidian speaking fribes are Chenchu, Dal, Dharua (Parji], Gandia,
Gond (Gondi). Jotopu (Kuwi], Kondha Gouda [Kui], Kond/ Ehond/Sitho
Kondh/Kandha [Eui/Euvi], Eisan, Mirdha [Kison), Kondodora [Konda/Eubi),
Kova [Kova), Modia (Madia), Oraon (Kurukh) and Paroga [Pari).

The Odia [Indo-Aryan) speaking fibes are Bagata, Baiga, Banjara/Banjor,
Bothudi, Bhottada, Bhuiva/Bhuyan, Bhumia, Bhunjio, Binjhio, Ghaora, Holva,
Kowar, Kharear, Koli, Molhar, Kotio, Kulis, Matya, Omanatya, Pentia, Raojuar,
Sounti and Tharuo, The QOdia diclects spoken by these fibes are Southem
Criva [Desia, Bhwyan, Bhalr, Jharia, Matia), Westemn Cdio (Kandhaan, Laria,
Bhudia, Aghria), Morthem Orva = 5.W. Bengall (Kurmid, Sounti, Bathudi), Hindi-
Criva [Sadr], Chhatisgarhi-Hindi  [Binjhia], Hindi dialect [Banjara),
Chhalisgarhi [Boiga). Marathi (Bhwngial, Oriva-Morathi-Chhatisgarhi (Halki).
Al these nondliterary Indo-Arvan diolects ore used by tibes either os mother
fongue or second language. These dialect: have developed in the process
of culture contact, diffusion of linguistic traits, mutual borowing of trails and
convergence,

Choractensfically, the hibal longuages are non-lilerary. Some longuoges
hoave definite ethnic (ribal) identity and some have no such affiiation. It &
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remaorkable thaot even though different fribal communities hove thesr own
independent longuages, vet at the inter-group level they share cerfain basic
linguistic features regardiess of their own linguistic ethnicity. The most
fundomenial chorocternstics of humon verbal behoviour ore preserved in
thelr languages which are disfinctively observed in vocabulory, sound
syrmitxolism, grammatical siructures or such other aspacts.

However, in the past few decodes, sorpls have been devised in Ho, Kui,
sanfali and Sora longuages. Ho [Warrang Chiti) devised by Kol Loko Bodro
(Singbhum) s being promoled and propogaled by Ho speakers of
Jharkhond and QOdisha, A few texts have been published in Ho (Warrang
Chiti) script. Eui (Eui Lipi Vomomalo) devised by Dayanidhi Malik (G, Udoygini)
5 in experimental stoge. Santoli {OL-Chik) devised by Pandit Raghunath
Murrm (1905-1982] is being used by the Santali speakers and a good number
of texis are available in the scrpt, Soora [Soron Sompen) devised by Gunu
Maongel Garmango [1918-1981) s being used by o section of Soora speakers.
Racently in the year 2003 Sontali language hos been recognized by
Constitution of Indio by inclueding it inits Bth Schedule.

At present, most of the scheduled fribes ore found to hove odopted Odio as
their second tongue and thus have become bi-lingual. A majorty of Bondo
Paroja. Didoyi. Gadaba, Jatapu, Kondha, Parengo, Pargja. Ho. Kharia,
Kolha, Koro, Mirdha, Mundo and Saora hove, in recent yeors, become Ini-
lingual and still same ofhers, such os, Bonjora, Birhor, Gond, Eisan, Koyo,
Lodha, Mankidi, Mankirdia, Mirdha, Euli, Oraon, Santal, have become mulli-
lingual due to theimpact of acculturation, edecalion and modemnzation,

Apart from iis distinctive londscope, Odisha & famous for s ancient
manuments. The beauty of temples beckons the tounsts all over the world o
behold such master pieces of engineering skill and architecture. The famous
rack edicts are of great attraction to the visitors also.

On the top of scenic beauty, temples ond monuments, the tribol peocple of
ihe State are most fascinating aond altroct the foreign visitors the miost. Most of
them are denizers of scenic hills aond forests. Thelr natural habitats are
endowed with picturesque notungl scenery with rolling mountains, meadows,
roaring rivers, rapid woterfolls, lakes, water reservoirs, valleys and colourful

Bidh, death. momoge, nome
giving. attainment of puberty by a girl. sowing of seeds. harvesting, wearing
new flowers and ealing new crops and fruits, hunting, cunng ilness. thonks
giving o dead ancestors and unseen spirls and Gods - every occoson is
celebrated with its appropriate songs and dances.

The tourists coming to the couniry from oll over the world are very keen fo visit
the fribal oreos. 1o hove o glimpse of fhe scenic beouly of nature, wild life,
fribal e and their cullural performances. The more enlightened seclions
amaong them are more inferested in getling ihe inside view of the Ble-affmming
featuras of tfribol society and culture and very keanly seak to understand wihat
is that makes asociely stand up to rogedies and deprivalions ond keep upits
zest for living. They are very keen 1o discover what are those secrat springs of
happiness and endurance, togethemess and intimately intedinked web of
social living which nurure joy in [ife ogoinst poverty, ill health and odds of hilly
terrain,
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TRIBAL SUB PLAN AREA

The Tribal Sub-Plan strategy has been adopted since the beginning of the
Fifth Five Yeor Plan [1974-75) which confinues to shape the core strotegy
for tibal development. This strategy 5 bosed on orea development
approach with adequate emphasis on family oriented income generating
activities loking o comprehensive view of Inbal problems with the
objective fo namow down fhe gop of sociceconomic development
batwean fibok and others, within the framewark of Nation's Five Yeaor
Plans. The Trbal Sub-Plan (T5P] approach envisoges integrated
development of the Trilbol oregs. wherein all programmes imespective of
their sources of flunding operate in unison to achieve the commeon goal of
bringing the area at par with the rest of the State and to improve the
quality of ife of the fibals. The onginol strotegy waos onenfed fowaords
toking-up family chiented income generating schemes in the sphere of
agnculture, hordiculture, anmol hustandry, elimination of exploitalion,
humaon resources development through education and fraining
programmes and infrosiruciure development progrommes. This fribal
development strategy hos been reorented fo cover the emplayment-
cum-income generafion activities ond development of infrastructure
incidental thereio. The strategies more or less confinue with refinement
over theyvears,

The objectives of the TSP strategy are basically two fold. ie.. (i) socio-
economic development of the Scheduled Tribes and their hobitots and [ii]
protection of fribok from exploitation. It is envisaged o enhance fhe level
of development of the Scheduled Tribes by adopling a multipronged
strategy 5o as fo minimize the gop thot existed bebtween them and the rest
of the society.

Tribal Sub-Plan is the main instrument lor ochieving the constitutional
objectives of welfore ond development of Scheduled Tribes which i
camed oul theough well planned out instifufional mechonizm.
