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CONSTITUTIUNAL PROVISIONS FOR S.C.

Our nation has pledged to root the evil of
untouchability. aArticle 15(1),'17 and 38 of the
Constitution of India give a mandate to the otates in
this regard. The Untouchability (Offences) sact, 1955
which was later on amended in 1976 wus the Frotection of
Civil Rights s#ct, provides for various legal measures
to see that the untouchables enjoy fully tTheir civil
rights as free citizens of the country. The Central and
State Gowernment are also implementation of the
constitutional/legal provisions. It is a matter of graal
regret that after four decades of independence, the

Nation has not as yet been able to root out Tthis evil,

Constitutional Provisions:

Article_15: of the Constittition declares that "(1) The
State shall not discriminate against any citizen on

grﬂunda,éf religion, race, caste, sex, place of birth

or any of them, (2) No citizen shall on grounds only ©on
religion, race, caste, sex, place of birth, or any of them
be subject to any disability, liability, restricivion or
condition.
