which they are now paying as rent to the private house owners.... Etc...

SETTLEMENT OF EX-SERVICEMEN FAMILIES IN THEIR PRE TSUNAMI VILLAGES:

Families of ex-servicemen desiring to get seftled in the pre-Tsunami villages be
encouraged to go there only: after providing the required infrastructural facilities, like
roads, link-road, permanent houses, drinking water, electricity, telephone services,
medical facilities, schools, fair price shops etc. :

Now they have become Tsunami victims. ' Sine they have become part
and parcel of the total inhabitants of Great Nicobar Island, they may also please be
considered for allotment of permanent houses.
