During discussion with the Secretary (TW) on 23« June 2015
atténded by Director (TW), Director ANTRI, it was opined that the grains
for | gain project may be formally inaugurated during the visit of his
Exdellency. On that day, the Jarawa children shall be provided with
nutritious food during school hour ie. ripe banana, boiled eggs and
bisetuit. Therefore, considering the urgent mandate of Jarawa education
and the decision of the General Body, it is requested that arrangements
mal be made by AAJVS for procurement of 50 units of the above kit, 45
kil¢grams of rice, ripe banana, boiled egg and biscuits packets. The cost
of Above one kit may comes to Rs.1735/- . In total 50 unit of such kits
are to be procured for of Jarawa education. Therefore, the approximate
total cost may come to Rs.86,750.00 for 50 units. Apart from this the
cost of rice and other items to be provided during visit of Hon'ble Lt
Governor may come to Rs.3500/-

_As directed by the Hon'ble Lt Governor during the General Body
meeting, the Shri. Anup Kumar Mondal, TWO, Kadamtala may be
assigned to make necessary arrangements. AAJVS may issue necessary
orders / directions so that necessary arrangements are made well in
time”. ;

July 2015 to witness the Jarawa education project and also distribute
learning kits, uniform €tc to the Jarawa children. Further, during the 45

the efforts of AAJVS in educating the Jarawas which is good sign of their
empowerment. )
