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Referring to the discussions held during the
presentation of the activities of the Tribal Welfare
Department as well as AAJVS on 25% May, 2012 in the
Conference Hall before the Secretary (TW), A & N
Administration, it is stated that Secretary (TW) desired to
arrange felicitation of the two Great Andamanese boys
namely - Shri Deepak (Eraph) and Shri” Olake who have
passed secondary school examination (Class 10) conducted
by CBSE, by the Hon’ble Lt. Governor, A & N Islands if

they are the first from the Great Andamanese community.

A brief about each of the two Great Andamanese

boys is as under :-

1. Kumar Olake age 16 years, S/o. Shri Lock and Late
Smti. Kobo living in Strait Island began his schooling
in the Primary school at Strait Island. However
following the Tsunami disaster in December, 2004
he was shifted to Port Blair and admitted in class VI
1r1 Vivekananda Kendra Vidyalaya, Port Blair with
hostel facilities in the year 2005. Since then he
continued his schooling in VKV, Port Blair and
passed out class 10 this year (2012) with 76% marks

in aggregate.

2. Kumar Deepak (Eraph) age 17 years S/o. Shri Peje
and Smti. Noe a Great Andamanese tribe living in
Strait Island began his initial schooling in Prim:—iry
School at Strait Island. However following the
Tsunami disaster in December, 2004 he was shifted
to Port Blair and admitted in class V in Vivekananda
Kendra Vidyalaya, Port Blair with Hostel facilities in
the year 2005. Since then he continued his schooling
in VKV, Port Blair and passed out class 10 this year

(2012) with 60% marks in aggregate.
